The [District Name] program has been selected to participate in a three -year assessment program sponsored by the New Jersey Department of Education.  We will pilot test for the Grade Eight World Language Proficiency Assessment Project in [languages] this April - May.  This is an excellent opportunity for the school district to determine the proficiency level of individual students as well as the effectiveness of the K-8 World Languages program.   We anticipate receiving the results at the end of the school year.

As the STAMP test measures what your student can do with the language, last minute studying for the test will not assist him/her to get a higher proficiency rating. It will be most important for students to remember to follow directions carefully and to produce as much language as possible.
